The carbon on the inside of 
the exhaust parts should be removed to properly inspect the 
components.  If the welds are developing pinholes the 
component may not pass an internal inspection.

Inspect joints for freedom of movement and distortion.

Inspect tailpipe for thinning and internal corrosion.

Inspect the transition or plenum for blisters or cracks.

This part has a hot area at the elbow, inspect this area for black 
flaking metal and or bulges.
